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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study were to survey the participation of
people in three-year-development plans of the Kudwa Sub-District Administrative ,

Organization, Kuchinarai District, Kalasin Province, compare the level of the public

participation in the development plans regarding size of villages and find the suggestions
for public participation in the development plan. The sample subjects were 195 villagers
from 13 villages in the Kudwa Sub-District Administrative Organization, Kuchinarai
District, Kalasin Province. The research instrument was a questionnaire with 01-07
diserimination and .85 reliability vatues. The data were analyzed by computer program. The
statistics used were percentage, mean and standard deviation.

Results of the research were as foilows:

1. The research finding showed that the average level of the public participation
in the three-year-development plans was high X =3.56, S.D. = .65). Two high-rate-level of
the participation were public interests (X = 3.76, S.D. = .76) and management (X =3.52,
S.D. = .57). Two moderate-rate-levels of the participation were decision making (3.48,
$.D. =.57) and evaluation (X = 3.46, S.D. = .64).

2. The finding indicated that the average level of the public participation in
the development plans regarding the different size of villages was significantly different.
The average level of the participation of the people from medium-size villages was high,
whereas the average level of the participation of the people from small-size villages was

moderate.



3. Inregard fo the suggestions, they are concluded that the people should be
provided opportunity to follow up the management of the three-year-development plans. In
addition, specific training courses should be organized for people in community for local
development. There should be a specific organization for local development. There should
be a frip to the villages to know peopele’s needs and problems. There should be a problem-
based-development plan for people in community, and the news and useful information

should be publicized to people in community widely.
