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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study were to survey the level of public opinion
on the administration of Dongling Sub-District Municipality in Kamalasai District, Kalasin
Province, to compare the level of the public opinion on the administration regarding gender,
age, educational background and village, and to find some useful suggestions for the
administration. The samples were three hundred and forty heads of the family. The
instrument was a questionnaire. The statistics used were percentage, mean and standard

deviation.
Resuits of this research were as follows:

1. The finding showed that the average level of the public opinion on the
administration was very high (X =3.78 ; S.D. = .76). Seven high levels of the administration
were life quality promotion (X = 3.93 ; S.D. = .77), administration and management for the
government section (X =3.92;8.D.=.75), religion, culture and local wisdom (X = 3.85;
S.D. = .84), community security and regulations (X =3.79 ; S.D. = .87), infrastructure
(X=3.71;8.D. = .84) , environmental preservation (X =3.70 ; $.D. = .92) and investment
including tourism (X = 3.58 ; S.D. = 1.03) respectively.

2. The finding showed that the average level of the opinion of the females towards
the administration was higher than that of the males. The average level of the opinion of the

people who were over 36-45 years old towards the administration was highest; whereas, the



average level of the opinion of the people who were 26-35 years old towards the
administration was lowest. The average level of the opinion of the people with the diploma
towards the administration was highest, whereas, the average level of the opinion of the
people with the degrees towards the administration was lowest. The average level of the
opinion of the people in village no. 5 towards the administration was highest; whereas, the
average level of the opinion of the people in village no. 16 towards the administration was
lowest,

3.In regard to the suggestion, it is concluded that more funds should be provided to
improve the life quality of disabled towards the suggestion was highest. The Chi river and the

Paorive should be developed to be the tourism attractions towards the suggestion was lowest.
