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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study were to survey and compare the
expectations of people for the local development of the Baukhao Sub-District
Administrative Organization, Muang District, Maha Sarakham Province and also to ﬁnAd
some useful suggestions for the local development, The samples were three hundred and six

heads or representatives of the family in Baukhao Sub-Distriet Administrative

Organization. The instrument was a questionnaire with 32-.83 discrimination indices and
.96 reliability index, The statistics ﬁsed were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test,
One-Way ANOVA, and Scheffe’s method.
Resuits of the research were as follows:

1. The finding showed that most of the respondents were males (50.70%),
They were at the age of 31-40 (27.50%). 49.70 percent of the respondents were farmers,
and 40.50 percent of them had primary education and 20.30 percent of the respondents
lived in Nong Bua village.

2. The finding showed that the average level of the expectations of people for the
local development was moderate. '

3. Regarding the independent variables, the finding showed that the average
levels of six expectations of people for the local development regarding the genders were
not significantly different, Regarding the ages of the respondents, the finding showed that

one expectation of people for the local development was not different, which was the




economic development. Whereas, five expectations of people for the local development
were significantly different at the .05 level. They were infrastructure, social development,
development of education, culture and religion, political and administrative development,
and environmental and natural resource development. Regarding the occupations, the
finding showed that all expectations of people for the local development were significantly
different at the .05 level. In addition, the finding showed that all expectations of people for
the local development regarding the villages were significantly different at the .05.
Whereas, the finding showed that all expectations of people for the local development
regarding the educational backgrounds were not significantly different at the .05.

4. In regard to the suggestions, they are concluded that the concrete roads with
steel should be built in every village. The local child development centers should be
qualified. The drug campaign project should be carried on. The forestation project should
be promoted to people in community for possible new occupation and their better life

quality in the future.
