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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study were to survey and compare opinions of
participants on the operation of a monitoring and assisting system for secondary school
students in Muaengsuang District, Roi-Et Province regarding the current social status.

The sample subjects were eight hundred and fifty eight participant consisting of school
administrators, teachers, students and parents of secondary schools in Muaengsuang
District, Roi-Et Province. They were selected by multi-stage random sampling technique.
The instrument was a questionnaire with .952 reliability index. The statistics used were
percentage, mean, standard deviation and One Way ANOVA for hypothesis testing.
Results of the research were as follows:

1. The finding showed that the average level of the opinion of the respondents toward
the operation of the monitoring and assisting system was high. Five high-rate-levels of the
opinion towards the system were assistance and protection, student development, case study
of students, student classification and student transfer respectively.

2. The finding indicated that the average level of the opinion of the participants

............. toward the operation of the system regarding the different social statuses was not different,

3. Regarding the suggestions, they are concluded that there should be a commitiee for
a monitoring and assisting system for secondary school students. There should be a
supervision committee for continuous following up and evaluation. There should be a

handbook and an information technology system of the monitoring and assisting system.



There should be an operational calendar, and there should be a regular meeting with the

participants for the efficient and effective operation.
