ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study were to survey the level of function based
performance of the jeaders and volunteers for community development in Kantharawichai
District, Maha Sarakham Province, to analyze the factors affecting the performance and to
find some useful suggestions for the performance of the 1eaders and volunteers for
community development . The samples were two hundred and thirty five leaders and
volunteers for community development in 2011 - 2014. The instrument was a guestionnaire.
The data were analyzed by computer program. The statistics used were mean, percentage,
frequency, standard deviation, Pearson's correlation coefficient and stepwise multiple
regression analysis.

Results of the research were as follows:

The finding showed that the average level of the performance of the leaders and
volunteers for community development was moderate (X =3.40,8D.= 42).

The findings indicated that the factors significantly affected the performance at the

.05 level. The factors were attitude towards the community developmetit projects;and
government and private support. The percentage of the prediction of two variables was
41.20% with .390 incorrect value of the prediction. The prediction equation of z-score was

Y! =1.235 + 669%- .188%; and the prediction equation of T-score was Z;, =626z -.107zZ



In regard to the suggestions, they are concluded that a training course on data
collection should be organized for the larders and volunteers. The sufficient finance should
be provided for all development projects including child development by the government,
The economy sufficiency project should be promoted widely to people in community. A
democratic training course should be organized for people in community. The environment
conservation group should be established and promoted in community. The drug problems in
community should be solved completely. A study visit should be arranged once a year for

the leaders and volunteers of community development.
