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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research were 1. to analyze the discriminant factors of Child-

Centered instructional qualities and 2. to formulate a discriminant equation for conducting
Child-Centered instructional qualities of teacher in school under Roi-Et Primary Educational
Service Area Office 2. The sample subjects were 350 teachers in school under Roi-Et Primary
educational service area office 2. They were selected by random sampling technique : Multi -
stage Sampling. They were divided into 2 groups of teachers : 175 teachers having high Child-
Centered instructional qualities and 175 teachers having low Child-Centered instructional
qualities. The research instruments were a rating scale questionnaire about discriminant factors
of Child-Centered instructional qualities. It was divided into 3 parts ; part 1 asked about status,
part 2 asked about discriminant factors of Child-Centered instructional qualities and part 3 asked
about factors of Child-Centered instructional qualities. The instruments’ qualities were Item of
Congruence Index ( between 0.60 - 1.00) , discrimination power (between .433 - .883) and

reliability (0.978)
The finding indicated

The 4 discriminant factors for both groups of teachers that were analytical
thinking { ¥, ), learning enthusiasm { ¥, ), working motivation { x5) and getting supervision

( ¥ ). The correct numbers of the teachers having high and low Child-Centered instructional




qualities was predicted by the discriminant equation as 85.1%, 81.1% respectively and both

groups correctly as 83.1%

Regarding the direction of the discriminant factors found that the factors
affecting Child - Centered instructional qualities of teacher in high group were 4 factors :

analytical thinking , learning enthusiasm, working motivation and getting supervision

respectively.
