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Abstract

This research, English vocabulary writing skill development of Prathomsueksa 3
students by mixed media, was aimed to 1) develop English vocabulary writing skill
development of Prathomsueksa 3 students by mixed media to accord with the efficiency
criteria set 75/75 2) compare the achievement of English vocabulary writing skill of
Prathomsueksa 3 students before and after employing mixed media and 3) study satisfaction
of Pratomsueksa 3 students towards supplementary mixed media for English vocabulary
writing. This research was the quais - experimental research, By simple random sampling, the
sample group in this research was Prathomsueksa 3/1 students studying in the first semester
of the academic year 2011 in Ban Niwet School, Thawatburi district, Roi Et province, Roi Et
Educational service area 1. Classrooms were used as random units. Only one group with 25
students was selected by lottery drawing. The research period was the first semester of the
academic year 2011. Research instruments were teaching plans of English vocabulary writing
skill development, English voeabulary writing skill practice tests, and questionnaire for
students’ satisfaction towards mixed media, Percentage, means, standard deviation, and t-test
(dependent samples) were used for data analysis.

The findings were as follows:

i. The efficiency of instructional activities with English vocabulary writing

skill development of Prathomsueksa 3 students by mixed media accorded with the criteria sef,

78.96/76.13, which was as the indicated criteria 75/75



2. English vocabulary writing achievement of Prathomsueksa 3 students after
teaching with mixed media was higher than before at .01 level of statistical significance.
3. Students’ satisfaction towards instructional activities with English

vocabulary writing skill development by mixed media was at the highest level
