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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: 1) draft the sirategies to improve the desirable
characteristics of students, and 2) develop strategies for the desirable characteristics of
students, Office of Mahasarakham Primary Education Service Area 1. The research was
divided into 2 phases. The first phase was drafting the strategies. The instruments used for
this phase were a questionnaire and interview form, Percentage, mean and standard deviation
were used to analyze the data. The second phase was developing strategies by in-dept
interview from 5 experts, arranging public hearing from 76 stakeholders in order to criticize
and give suggestions on strategies to improve desirable characteristics of students. Data
analysis was used by qualitative content analysis.

The results of the research revealed that there were 6 aspects as guidelines to
improve the desirable characteristics of students: 1) 10 guidelines to be honest, 11 guidelines
to be disciplinary, 3) 8 guidelines to be e;::onomical and living in contentment, 4) 8 guidelines
to be assiduous, 5) 8 guidelines to be grateful and 7 guidelines to be responsible. The overall
opinion related to the guidelines on desirable characteristics operation was rated at the highest
level. The results of strategy development revealed that there should be visions, missions,
aims and strategies to improve the desirable characteristics of students by using morality and
ethics to improve and enhance students. The development has to be cooperative from every

sector in relation. There should be guidelines, supportive factors, school participation, family



and community to improve desirable characteristics in 6 aspects as mentioned above.

The results of public heating pointed that the participants agreed with the experts in every

issue.
