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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to survey and compare the opinions of patents
towards the administration of the Banfang temple child care center, Nongwaeng Subdistrict
Administrative Organization, Muang District, Roi-et Province. The opinions were classified
by educational backgroundl, career and income, and to find some useful suggestions for the
administration. The target population was one hundred and twenty two parents who had
their children enrolied at Banfang temple child care center during the 2011 academic year.
The instrument was a rating scale questionnaire with 0.98 Of reliability index by using
Cronbach’s Alpha Coefficient. The statistics used were frequency, percentage, mean (n)

and standard deviation (o). '
Results of the study were as follows,

1. The finding showed that the average level of the opinion of parents towards
the adminisiration of the Banfang temple child care center was high (X=4.31,8D.= A48).

—-Six-highlevels of the administration were personnel (X =4.43,8.D.=.50), management

(X =4.39,8D.= .54), building, environment and security(X =4.38,5.D. = .53), child care
network promotion (X = 4.30, S.D. = .56) and academic and curriculum based activities
(X =4.23,8.D.= .56} and public participation (X=4.22,8.D.=.57).

9. The comparison of the opinion of parenis towards the administration

regarding their educational background, career and income was not different.



3. Regarding the suggestions , they are concluded that there should be a safe
school playground for children and safety zone. There should be avariety learning activities

for children for instance: a learning center, a study visit/trip.
