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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study were to survey the level of participation of
community leaders in social welfare services of Sub-district Administrative Organizations in
Nadun District, Maha Sarakham Province, to analyze the factors affecting the social welfare
services of Sub-district Administrative Organizations in Nadun District, Maha Sarakham
Province and to find some useful suggestions for the social welfare services. The samples were
two hundred and fifty two community leaders in Nadun District, Maha Sarakham Province.
Taro Yamane method was employed for calculation of the samples. The instrument was a
questionnaire with 1.00 IOC index, .89 - .99 discrimination indices and .99 reliability index.
The data were analyzed by computer program, The statistics used were percentage, frequency,

mean, and standard deviation and Pearson Correlation Co-efficiency.
Results of the research were as follows:

1. The finding showed that the average level of the participation of

communify leaders in the social welfare services was hxgh 'I";x-;ah"igﬁlevels of the participation
were survey of community problems and planning. Two moderate levels of the participation were
management and evaluation.

2. The finding indicated that the factors affected the participation of
community leaders in the social welfare services were responsibility, leadership and service mind.

The factors significantly affected the participation of the community leaders at the .05 level.



3. Regarding the suggestion, it is concluded that the community leader should
promote occupational development to people in community. The assistance should be kindly
provided to people especially disabled people. News or information should be publicized widely

in community. The social activities should be regularly organized for people in community.
