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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study were 1o suIrvey the opinions of parents and
community leaders towards the administration of child development centers in the Don Wai
Sub- District Administrative Organization in Wapeeprathum District, Maha Srakham
Provinee, to compare the opinions and to find some useful suggestions the efficient
administration of the child development centers. The target population was one hundred and
ten parents of children in the child development centers and eighty nine community leaders
from seventeen villages in the Bor Yai Sub-District Administrative Organization in
Wapeeprathum District, Maha Sarakham Province. The research instrument was a rating scale
questionnaire with 21 - .77 discrimination indices and .95 reliability index. The statistics used
were percentage, frequency, mean and standard deviation.

Results of the rescarch were as follows

1. The research finding showed that the average level of the opinion of the parents
and community leaders towards the administration of the child development centers was high.
Four high levels of the administration were personnel, participation, management, buiidings,
environment and security, one moderate level of the administration was academic and
curriculum based activities.

2. The finding showed the the opinions of the parents and community leaders towards
the administration of the child development centers was different. In case of Ban Nong Khiong

child development center and Ban Nong Tae child development center, the findings showed



that the opinion of the parents and community leaders towards the administration was high.
Whereas, the opinion of the parents and community leaders towards the administration of Ban
Nong Waeng child development center was moderate.

3. Regarding the frequency, it indicated that the highest level of the administration
was administration. The highest level of the administration regarding each item was the safety

and standard of buildings and environment.
