The construction for indicators of Secondary School Students’ Desirable Characteristics,
the samples were 37 school administrators, teachers, academic work head, head teachers
of student affair, and Basic School Boards, Phase 3; The construction and development of

the Development Activity Package of Secondary School Students’ Desirable Characteristics,




the samples were 37 school administrators, teachers, academic work head, head teachers of
student affair, and Basic School Boards, and Phase 4; The trying out of the Development
Activity Package of Secondary School Students’ Desirable Characteristics, the samples

were 293 school administrators, teachers, Basic School Boards, and target group, Then
instruments using for data collection were the Questionnaire, the Interview Form, and the
Evaluation Form. For Quantitative data analysis, it was performed by finding the Frequency,

and Percentage. Then, presented in Descriptive Form. For Qualitative data analysis, it was

performed by Content Analysis.
