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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were aimed to: 1) explore factors affecting
Mahamakut Buddhist University students’ savings, 2) construct a model for developing their
morals and ethics in savings and 3) try out the model and assess it. The research was
conducted in three phases. In the first phase, the author examined the factors affecting their
moral and ethics in savings. The sampling group comprised 275 students, selected by the
ratio system out of seven campuses : three colleges, eleven education centres and two
classes. The questionnaire was designed for collecting data from the sampling groups.
Analyzing the data was done with the computer sofiware packages. The statistics utilized for
testing the hypothesis included the analyses of structural equation-LISREL and Pearson’s
correlation. In the second phase, the author constructed a target model in savings. Having
developed the model discussed by experts, academicians and twenty others related fo
students, the focus groups discussed the constructed model as such, presented results of
brainstorming and brought the suggested model to enhance it as the more complete model. In
the third phase, the author assessed the mentioned model in savings and tried it out with 40
students, compared the pre-test scores with the post-test ones, and analyzed data with
MANOVA (Repeated Measure).

The research’s findings were the following:

1. The factors affecting the developing their moral and ethics in savings, placed

in descending order of influential correlations, were 1) imitating guardians, 2) imitating




teachers, 3) personalities, 4) household incomes, 5) imitating media and 6) mastering
disciplines. Those factors had effects on their moral and ethics in savings with the statistical
significance at .05, according to the hypothesis testing with the structural equation by using
the computer software package dubbed ‘LISREL’ and Pearson’s Correlation.

2. To achieve results of constructing the model for developing their moral and
ethics in savings, the author set seven activities for developing their moral and ethics in
savings,

2.1 Two activities organized for the factor of imitating guardians and
feachers were: attending an orientation course and pre-test, 1) searching for the exemplary
model, and 2) analyzing the model.

2.2 One activity held for that of personality was buying the most worthily
useful things. -

2.3 Three activities done for household incomes were 1) plans for spending
money, 2) savings and 3) buying the most worthily useful things.

2.4 Two activities held for imitating media were: 1) searching for the typical
model, and 2) analyzing the model.

2.5 Five activities set for mastery of disciplines were: 1) plans for spending
money, 2) savings, 3} the use of electricity, tap water and telephones as the most useful as
possible, 4) plans for spending time, 5) attending a practical final course.

3. Assessment results of the target savings model, experimented on 40 students,
varied with the statistical significance at .05. Evidently, the post-test scores were higher by
comparison than the pre-test ones, having economical results of the model for developing
their moral and ethics in savings been statistically significantly improved. Eventually, it was
concluded that the auther’s constructed medel in use to develop their moral and ethics in

savings brought about better results,
