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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research were (1) to study the current conditions problems and
needs, and (2) to strengthen the significant performance of students according to core
curriculum for basic education in B.E, 2551 by the Buddhist concept. The areas of research
were the 3 elementary schools in Udonthani Education Service Office Area 2 divided by small,
medium and large size. The researchers’ group consists of executives and teachers at all 3
people, including 9 people. The group of selection students in each school amount 30 people in
total 90 people. Research period in the academic year 2554. Research findings can be concluded
as follows;

1. The current conditions problems and needs to strengthen the significant
performance of students according to core curricutum for basic education in B.E. 2551 were
found that :

1.1 Current condition of the teachers’ opinion found that the performance of
students as ability to use life skills are the most important but the executives’ opinion found
that the ability to solve problems are the most important.

1.2 The findings from the direct experience of teachers, executives and told by
their parents are the most children lack the skills to work as a daily routine that the past children
were ever done such as sweeping the house, washing dishes, washing cloth, cooking rice and so

on.




1.3 Needs of teachers and executives are to provide students with the ability to use
life skills come first, followed by the ability to solve problems, the ability to think, the ability to
communicate and the ability to use technology, respectively.

2. to strengthen the significant performance of students according to core curriculum
for basic education in B.E. 2551 by the Buddhist concept can be concluded as follow;
