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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to construct a test for assessing Thai reading skiils of
Prathomsueksa IV students. The sample group for this study were 317 Prathomsueksa IV
students studying in the second semester of the academic year 2011 at primary schools in 3
districts under Roi-et Office of Primary Education Service Area 2. Subjects were obtained by
using the Krejcie & Morgan Table and multi-stage random sampling. The instruments used in
this study were a 20-item multiple-choice test of silent reading, a 15-item test of practical prose
reading skills, and a 15-item test of practical poetry reading skills, The statistics used in this
research were mean, standard deviation, and norms.

Findings of the study are as follows:

1. The IOC index of the 20-item test of silent reading was 0.96, the discrimination
powers of individual items were within the range of 0.35-0.64, and the test reliability was 0.8803;
the IOC index of the 15-item test of practical prose reading skills was 0.97, discrimination power
indexes of individual items of Examiner 1 and Examiner 2 were 19.631-38.140 and 19.530-
37.787 respectively, at the .01 level of statistical significance, and the test reliability was .9875.

2. Regarding the norms of the test for assessing silent reading skills, the study
revealed that the students' raw scores were within the range of 3 to 20, and the range of normal
T scores was T, Ty 5. As for the norms of the test for assessing the practical prose reading
skills, it was found that the students' raw scares were within the range of 49.00-149.00, with
normal T scores ranging from T, ,, to Ty, ,, ; while the raw scores of the students taking the test

of practical poetry reading skills were from 49.00 to 149.00, and the normal T scores were within

the range of Ty, -T,, o
