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Abstract

This research aimed to: study the state of operation of organizing Tambon non-
farmal education and informal education; compare the state of operation of organizing
Tambon non-formal education and informal education according to the opinions of the
Tambon non-formal education and informal education committees, classified by their status
and level of education; and study the recommendations on organizing Tambon non-formal
education and informal education according to the opinions of the Tambon non-formal
education and informal education committees. The sample comprised the chairpersons of the
Tambon non-formal education and informal education committees, committee members who
represented the Tambon non-formal education and informal education villages, committee
members who represented the student organizations in Tambon non-formal education and
informal education, committee members who represented Tambon non-formal education and
informal education volunteers, and the secretaries of Tambon non-formal education and
informal education committees, totally 215 persons, obtained through simple random
sampling. The instrument was a Likert-type questionnaire constructed by the author, The
total reliability of the questionnaire was 0.892, and the item discrimination power ranged
from 0.267 to 0.810. The statistics employed comprised frequency, percentage, mean,

standard deviation, and F-test.




The research revealed that: the Tambon non-formal education and informal
education committees saw that the operation of organizing ‘Tambon non-formal education
and informal education, Amnat Charoen Province, on the whole, was in the high level in all
aspects. When considered aspect by aspect, they are ranked according to the mean as
follows: the aspect of organizing education for social and community development, the
aspect of organizing education for life skill development, the aspect of organizing education
for vocational development, the aspect of organizing basic non-formal education, and the
aspect of organizing informal education respectively,

The comparison of the state of operation of organizing Tambon non-formal
education and informal education, Amnat Charoen Province, according to the opinion of the
Tambon non-formal education and informal education committees with different status and
different jevel of education revealed no difference,

The guidelines for development of organizing Tambon non-formal education and
informal education recommended by the Tambon non-formal education and informal
education committees are as follows:

1. On the aspect of organizing basic non-formal education, information shounid be
disseminated through every channel; learning should be organized in various ways and it
meets the needs of the target groups; media, equipment, computers and the Internet should be
provided; teachers should be developed in order that they become knowledgeable and able to
use technological media in organizing learning and teaching, .

2. On the aspect of organizing education for vocational development, budget,
materials and equipment for vocational practice of the target groups should be adequately
provided; membership of tﬁe vocational learning group must not be limited; activities should
be various and continuous.

3. On the aspect of organizing education for life skill development, budget
should be provided; opportunities should be provided for the people in the community to

participate in organizing the activities; and the activities should be various.




4. On the aspect of organizing education for social and community development,
budget should be provided, the people and the community should have their roles in
organizing projects and activities; and the network should be assigned to run the activities.

5. On the aspect of organizing informal education, information should be
disseminated in all forms; printed media should be up to date; technological media and the
Internet should be provided; villages or communities should be promoted to be an original

reading-loving model.
