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Abstract

This research aimed to : study the Ievel of participation in resource mobilization for
education ; compare the participation ; study the recommendations on participation ; and
recommend operational models for excellence in resource mobilization for education in basic
education institutions under Nongkhai Office of Primary Education Service Area 1. The
sample comprised chairpersons of the basic education institution committees, teache
representative, and educational institution administrators, totally 339 persons. The research
was based on the conceptual framework of participation in resource mobilization for
education that is compesed of 4 aspects : the aspect of capital or budget ; the aspect of
personnel ; the aspect of materials, equipment and technologies ; and the aspect of learning
sources. The instruments comprised a questionnaire with reliability of 0.95 and an interview
form on results of resource mobilization for education. The statistics employed in the data

analysis were mean and standard deviation, and F-test was used in the hypothesis testing.

‘The results revealed the following :
1. The participation in the resource mobilization for education in the basic
education institutions, on the whole, was in the high level (—X= 3.88). When the aspects were
taken into consideration, it was found that the aspect of capital or budget mobilization had the

highest mean while the aspect to personnel had the lowest mean.




2. In comparing the participation of the 3 groups of the sample in the resource
mobilization for education in basic education institutions, on the whole, there was a
difference with significance at the level of .03,

3. In the analysis of the opinions of the chairpersons of the basic education

_institution committees, teacher representatives, and education in the basic education

institutions under Nongkhai Office of Primary Education Service Area 1, it was found that
community participation is the factor of success of participation in resource mobilization for
education.

4. In interviewing the educational institution administrators who had excellent

performance in 5 schools, it was found that their models of resource mobilization for

education were different according to the context of the educational institution and the ;
community. The activity that was mostly used in every educational institution was the

“Phapa” Buddhist charity ceremony.
