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Abstract

This research aims to develop indicators of characteristics on eager to learn, to find
qualities of these indicators, and to study characteristics on eager to learn of Pratom sucksa 6
Students under Kalasin Primary Education Service Area Officel. The samples were 358 students
in the second semester of academic year 2012, which selected by multistage random sampling,
The rescarch instrument was the scale in eager to learn for Pratom sueksa 6 students, and find

instrument qualities about validity, discrimination power, and reliability.

The research results were followed:

1. The characteristics on eager to Iearn for Pratom sueksa 6 students consisted of 7
main factors, 13 sub-factors, and 37 indicators : 5 indicators for curious, S indicators for
consciousness , 8 indicators for reading habit, 6 indicators for self- directed learning, 5 indicators
for takes notes habit, 4 indicators for reasoning, and 4 indicators for participate in school

activities,

2. The content validity (IOC) of this scale were 0.60 to 1.00, discrimination indices

were 221 to .782, and the reliability of this scale was .935. And the construct validity of this
scale that confirmed by factor analysis was showed fitting model with empirical data; (=

53751, x'/df =0.927, GFI=0.93, AGFI=0.92, CFI=1.00, RMSEA = 0.000, and SRMR =




0.029) All indicators were positive (0.86 to 0.91) and these factors ranked in descending
importance were reading habit, curious, intentional consciousness, participate in school activities,

self- directed learning, takes notes habit, and reasoning.

3. The characteristics on eager to learn for Pratom sueksa 6 students under the

Kalasin Primary Education Service Area Office 1 was ranked on medium level,
