ABSTRACT

This research, a pre-cxperimental study of one-short-case study design, aimed to study
achievement of Mathayomsueksa II students using a model of leamning management based on
science, technology and society entitled Food and Living; to develop learning achievement and
problem solving ability; and to study Mathayomsueksa 1I students' satisfaction with this learning
management model, The target group for this study werc 30 Mathayomsueksa II students of Ban
Na Fai School, Nongsang District, Udornthani Province, who were studying in the second semester
of the academic year 2011. The instruments used in this study were 5 instructional plans of learning
management based on science, technology and science (STS) entitled Food and Living, a 30-item
four-choice achievement test, a 20-item 5-situation test of problem solving ability, and a
questionnaire for assessing satisfaction of the students who learned through use of this STS model.
The statistics used in analyzing data in this research were mean, standard deviation, and percentage.

Findings of the study are as follows:

1. Regarding the achicvement of the students, it was found that of all the 30
Mathayomsueksa 1T students learning through use of the STS learning management model,
23 students or 76.66 % of the total number of students passed the 70% criterion.

2. Regarding their problem solving ability in science, the study revealed that 22
Mathayomsueksa II students, or 73.33% of the total number, passed the established 70% criterion.

3. The students’ overall satisfaction with the STS learning management entitled Food.

and Living was found at the highest level.
