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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to 1) study problems in learning and teaching
reading, analytical thinking, and writing skills in English for Mattayomsuksa III students,
under the Office of Secondary Education Service Area 33, who were studying in the first
semester of the academic year 2012; 2) construct and determine the efficiency of 6
Amazing Surin activity packages in promoting reading, analytical thinking, and writing skills
in English for Mattayomsuksa I1 students; 3) conduct an experiment in using Amazing Surin
activit packages to promote reading, analytical thinking, and writing skills in English for
Mattayomsuksa IIT students; and 4) evaluate the students’ opinion on Amazing Surin activity
packages to promote reading, analytical thinking, and writing skills in English for
Mattayomsuksa I1I students,

There were 3 groups of research participants: 1) a sample group of 84
Mathayomsuksa 11T English teachers under the Office of Secondary Education Service Area
33 obtained by using purposive sampling; 2)a group of 9 Mathayomsuksa III students
consisting of 3 good students, 3 average students and 3 below average students studying in
the first semester of the academic year 2012 at Huayjingwittaya School, Tumbol Kalamae,
Sikhoraphum District, Surin Province; and 3)a sample group of 67 Mattayomsuksa I1L
students also studying in first semester at the same school, and assigned into two groups

using simple random sampling: a control group of 31 students leaming under traditional




instruction, and an experimental group of 36 students who used the constructed Amazing
Surin Activity Package.

The instruments used for data collection in this study were 1) a 14-item
questionnaire on problems in reading, analytical thinking, and writing skills in English for
Mattayomsuksa III students; 2) six packages of Amazing Surin activities to promote reading, -
analytical thinking, and writing skills in English for Mattayomsuksa I students; 3) six
instructional plans based on regular teaching and six instructional plans using the six
packages of Amazing Surin activities; 4) a 30-item multiple choice test of reading ability,
analytical skills and writing in English for Mathayomsuksa I1I students; and 5)a 20-item
questionnaire on assessing the students’ opinion on the Amazing Surin activity packages for
promoting reading, analytical thinking, and writing skills regarding Input, Process and
Product, The statistics used in analyzing data were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and
t-test (Independent Samples) to compare the two groups' abilities in reading, analytical

thinking, and writing skills.
Findings of this research are as follows:

1. The overall problem regarding reading, analytical thinking and writing skills
in English for Mattayomsuksa III students was found at a moderate level.

2. The appropriateness of the Amazing Surin activity packages for promoting
Mathayomsuksa 111 students' reading, analytical thinking, and writing skills in English was
4.24 in average, which was at the high level; and when the packages were tried out with 3
good students, 3 average students and 3 below average students, it was found that the
efficiency of the packages was 81.30/80.37, which was higher than the established criterion
of 80/80.

3. The experiment revealed that the students learning by using the Amazing
Surin activity packages had higher ability in reading, analytical thinking and writing skills
than that of the control group who learned under traditional instruction at the .01 level of

statistical significance.




4. The students’ opinion on the Amazing Surin activity packages for promoting
reading, analytical thinking, and writing skills in English of Mattayomsuksa I1I students

regarding the three aspects --Input, Process and Product-- was found at the high level.
