Maintenance Center, The study was a qualitative research, designed by using The

participatory methodology which was a social phenomenology Also, community based

research methodology was applied to driving the innovation. Four aspects of the research
scope were determined: 1) Research area covering Maha Sarakham and Kalasin provinces
and for the innovation driving area, Samrongrueangpraphan Isan Heritage Maintenance
Center was used ; 2) research duration , 2012-2013 ; 3) focus group consisting of 15
molam(Isan singing-style) wisdom teachers in the network of Samrongrucangpraphan Isan
Heritage Maintenance Center, purposive group consisting of 127 Administrators, teachers,
parents, and students at Ban Somkop School, Ban Don-kloi Nonchat(phtlat uppatham)
school, and Khok ma School in the academic year 2012; and voluntary group cousisting of 28
children, young people, parents from Ban Nan kho, Mu(clusters) 6 and 14 in Maha Sarakham
provinee, and general interested people in Maha Sarakham and kalasin provinces; 4) Contents
consisting of 1) phenomena of background of Molum(Isan-style singers) at Ban Non Kho
village from past to present, 2) rituals and belicfs,3) klon lam verses for singing,4) melodies
and singing, 5) dancing styles and costumes 6) music accompanying singing, and 7) Molum
and local development, Documentary data and field data were collected. The instrument used

for collecting data were an interview form, an observation form and a note taking form on
