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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to investigate and develop the disciplines of
students focusing on dressing polite and suitable school uniform and keeping clean at Nong
Jorakhe Reungsil School in Kalasin Primary Educational Service Area Office 3. The
¢lassroom action research methodology was employed for this study. The research team was
composed of five teachers as researchers, and eight informants consisting of class advisers,
parents and students. The target population was thirty two 7" 9" grade students at Nong
Jorakhe Reungsil School in Kalasin Primary Educational Service Area Office 3, The study
variables were the disciplines of dressing and keeping clean. The instrument was a
questionnaire, an observation form, an interview form and data recording form, Quantitative
data were analyzed by mean, a basic statistic, and the content analysis was used for

qualitative data.
Results of the research were as follows :

The result showed that the disciplinary problems of the students at Nong Jorakhe
Reungsil School regarding dressing and keeping clean were impolite and unsuitable dressing
a school uniform, long hair, wearing impolite and unsuitable school shoes, dressing dirty
school uniform, dirty and messy hair, bad and dirty teeth, dirty nails and toenails. Regarding
the behavior of the students in keeping clean, the study showed that the students were not

responsibie for their responsible landscapes and areas in school. In addition, they damaged




chairs, tables, walls and toilets by marking and writing something on them, They did not help
to clear up litter, school areas and classrooms. They did not warn their friends about keeping
clean in school areas. Afterwards the researchers and participants conducted disciplinary

activities based on the problems focusing on polite and suitable dressing school uniform,

The activities were composed of discipline-intervened-learning activity, home visit, best |
student activity, great male and female teachers, parents’ network including keeping clean ’
responsible areas in school. Regarding the assessment of their behaviors, the findings showed

that the average degree of the appropriateness and politeness of their behaviors was high. ‘
