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ABSTRACT

This study was aimed to 1) study the relations of training and rearing, conducts
of instructional activitics, habit of fondness for reading, social support, and achievement
motivation; to the atributes of thirst for knowledge and learning of student in secondary
school grade 11 and 2) explain the factors training and rearing, conducts of instructional
activities, habit of fondness for reading, social support, and achievement motivation; to the
attributes of thirst for knowledge and learning of student in secondary school grade 11,
academic year 2011, of the schools under the Office of Secondary Education Commission
Area 33. The sample was 383 students obtained by means of multi-stage random sampling.
The data-gathering instruments were: a 32 — item questionnaire to measure training and
rearing, a 32 — item questionnaire to measure the conduct of instructional activities, a 30 —
item questionnaire to measure the habit of fondness for reading, a 20 — item questionnaire the

conduct of social suppott, a 20 — item questionnaire to measure achicvement motivation, and -

a 32 — itern questionnaire to measure the attributes of thirst for xnowleage and learning, The
data was analysed by The Pearson Product Moment Correlation Coefficient and Multiple
Regression Analysis.

The findings of the study were as follows. Training and rearing, conduct of

instructional activities, habit of fondness for reading, social support, and achievement



motivation related to the attributes of thirst for knowledge and learning at the .01 level of
statistical significance, with a multiple correlation coefficient value of .80 and predictive
efficiency value of .64. Training and rearing related positively to the attributes of thirst for
knowledge and learning, with a correlation coefficient value of .64. Conduct of instructional

activities related positively to the attributes of thirst for knowledge and learning, with a

correlation coefficient value of ,70. The habit of fondness for reading related positively to the
attributes of thirst for knowledge and learning, with a correlation coefficient value of .63. The
social support related positively to the attributes of thirst for knowledge and learning, with a
cotrelation coefficient value of 62, Achievement motivation related positively to the
attributes of thirst for knowledge and learning, with a correlation coefficient value of .55. The

5 variables could predict the attributes of thirst for knowledge and learning at 64 percent.
