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ABSTRACT

The rescarch aimed to study the state of, and develop, the participation in organizing
early childhood education in Ban Namsangnongba School, Payakaphumpisai District, Maha
Sarakham Province, Maha Sarakham Office of Primary Education Service Area 2. The strategies
used in the research were a workshop and internal supervision. The research was conducted in
compliance with the principles of action research designed by Kemmis and McTaggart which
comprised 4 steps: planning, action, observation, and reflection. The research group was
composed of the author and 14 teachers who were carctakers of young children, 19 parents of

kindergarten 1-2 students, and 9 basic education institution commitiee members.
The results are as follows:

1. The state of the participation in organizing early childhood education in Ban
Namsangnongba School, Payakaphumpisai District, Maha Sarakham Province, on the whole, was
in the moderate level. And 5 aspects were also in the moderate level. They were: participation in
the enhancement of the relationship between the educational institution and the communify in the

dissemination of the school activities; participation in setting the school policy and development

enhancement of the relationship between the schoot and the community and the network; and
making recommendations and taking part in the academic, budget, personnel, and general

administration,



2. The study of the development of the participation in organizing early childhood
education in Ban Namsangnongba School, Payakaphumpisai District, Maha Sarakham Province,
using the two strategies, the workshop and internal supervision, revealed that after the trainer had
imparted knowledge and understanding of the roles of the parents, teachers, and the basic

education imstituti i crs; everyone gain

as described below:

2.1 In setting the school policy and development plan, the research group drafted
the policy and school development plan to be proposed as a strategic plan for school
development.

2.2 In the promotion of standard quality readiness preparation for every young
child, it was recommended that media and materials that would facilitate the child’s readiness
according to the standard should be bought, and everyone concerned should work together to
make media for readiness development in the center. This included new arrangement of the
children’s playground and repairing broken equipments.

2.3 In the promotion of resource mobilization for education, there was
participation in resource mobilization for education and the research group was able to plan for
the resource mobilization for education. There was coordination of collaboration between the
school and the community to mobilize financial and labor collaboration to be used effectively
and appropriately in the operation of resource mobilization.

2.4 Tn making recommendations and taking part in the academic, budget,
personnel, and general administration, it was found that the research group gained more
knowledge and understanding in making recommendations and taking part in the academic,
budget, personnel, and general administration of the school and they were able to recommend
guidelines for taking part in the school administration by having the guidelines written in the

school operation plan.

2.5 In the enhancement of the relationship between the school and the
community and the network, it was found that from the workshop and the supervision and follow-
up, the research group gained more knowledge, better understanding, and more confidence, and

the group members were more encouraged to express their ideas and present various approaches



and means of enhancing the relationship between the school and the community in order for the

community to participate in organizing school activities,
