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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to develop instructional plans for Mathayomsueksa IV students
learning listening and speaking skills in English by using task-based learning activities that meet
the 80/80 efficiency criteria, compare the students' listening and speaking skills before and after
Jearning through task-based activities, and study the students' satisfaction with learning through
task-based activities. The sample group for this study consisted of 44 Mathayomsueksa IV
students studying in the second semester of the academic year 2011 at Kao Rai Sueksa School,
Kosumpisai District, Maha Sarakham Province, Office of Secondary Education Service Area 26,
obtained through use of simple random sampling. The instruments used in this study were
instructional plans for developing English listening and speaking skills using task-based leaming
activities, a test of English listening ability, a test of English speaking ability, and a
questionnaire for assessing the students' satisfaction with the task-based learning activities. This

semi-experimental study was a one-group pretest and posttest design; and the statistics used in

analyzing data were percentage, mean (X)), standard deviation (8.D.), and t-test for dependent

samples. Data were analyzed by using a computer software program.
Findings of the study are as follows:

1. The efficiency index of the instructional plans for developing English listening
and speaking skills of Mathayomsueksa IV students using task-based learning activitics was

83.19/84.43, which met the established 80/80 criterion.



2. Mathayomsueksa 1V students who learned English by using the task-based
learning activities had higher posttest scores in listening and speaking than the pretest scores at
the .01 level of statistical significance.

3. The students' mean score of overall satisfaction with the task-based learning
activities was found at the highest level. It could be concluded that learning listening and
speaking skills in English by using task-based learning activities could improve the students’

abilities in listening and speaking,
