(that pond is a public pond now)

another legend it is pronounced Soongyang. The king was
named “Phraya Tham”. He was a younger brother of Phraya
Fahdaed.
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At the same time, there was another city called “Muang
Chiangsom (iflesiodlaw)”. The city had a very good relationship
with Muang Fahdaed. The king was named “Phraya Jantarach
(wszendunsw)”. One day Phraya Jantarach went to the forest
hunting with his soldiers and his people. While he was decoying
a pheasant, he saw a beautiful golden deer. It was the Indra who
transformed himself into a deer to lure Phraya Jantarach to meet
Nang Fahyard. Phraya Jantarach followed the golden deer
immediately.
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Phraya Jantarach was lost in the middle of Nang Fahyard’s
park. Fortunately he met instantly Nang Fahyard there. After
Phraya Jantarach saw a beautiful princess, he immediately fell
in love with her. Phraya Jantarach secretly sneaked into Nang
Fahyard’s castle to live with her as a lover. Later Nang Fahyard
became pregnant. Then Phraya Jantarach went back to his
Kingdom preparing a matching ceremony to ask Nang
Fahyard to marry him traditionally.
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At Chiangsom city, Phraya Jantarach sent “Khun Seng”
and “Khun Taan”, two great councillors to bring his letter to
Nang Phrayard for a matching ceremony to ask her to marry
him. But Phraya Fahdaed did not accept it. Phraya Jantarach
was very angry and moved his army to besiege Fahdaed city.

War finally broke out in the battle, Phraya Jantar ach was
defeated and got killed on his elephant’s back.
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When Nang Fahyard had heard that Phraya Fahdaed and
Phraya Jantarach fought and her lover had died in the battle
field, she was saddened. She kept crying and crying until she
became unconscious and later died after her lover.
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Finally Phraya Fahdaed took Nang Fahyard and Phraya
Jantarach’s corpses in two golden coffins.

Nowadays, the twin pagodas are located on the west side of

Muang Fahdaed Soonyang (Kammalasai District).
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Before they put the corpses into the golden coffins, Phraya
Fahdaed ordered his people to make 84,000 golden Buddha
images and golden Hindu gods. At the same time, he made an
announcement for every family in the country to make Buddha
images, too. People could either make them in gold, brick, stone
or baked clay depending on their wealth.
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Then they would put all their Buddha images inside
the two pagodas for worship and purification. Then
Phraya Fahdaed asked Phraya Tham, his younger brother |
to rule over Muang Chiangsom. |

After that peer in Chiangsom City had to send the
offerings to Phraya Fahdaed every year.

Later Muang Fahadaed and Muang Soongyang were |
united and became one city. The name was finally
changed to “Muang Fahdaed Soongyang”.
