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ABSTRACT

fhis reseafch had the objecti{fes to sfudy the academic administration on the aspect of
organizing learner-centered learning; compare the opinions, and study the recommendations on
the academic administration on the aspect of organizing learner-centered learning in the
educational institutions under Kalasin Office of Primary Education Service Area 1. The sample
comprised 126 educational institution administrators, 126 heads of the academic administration
work, and 126 teacher representatives in the basic education institution committees, totally 378
persons, obtained through stratified random sampling. The sample size was determined according
to Krejcie and Morgan Table. The instrument for data collection was a rating scale questionnaire
“with the discrimination power from 0:32 to 0.73 and the total reliability of 0.96. Then data. .-
analysis employed a ready-made computer program o find perceniage, mean and standard

deviation. F-test (One-way ANOVA) was used in the hypothesis testing.

The resulis are as follows:

1. The administrators, the heads of the academic administration work and the

teacher representatives had their opinions on the state of the academic administration on the

aspeet of organizing leamer-centered learning in the educational institutions under Kalasin Office
of Primary Education Service Area 1, on the whole and by aspect, in the high level. Ranking from

high to low according to the value of the mean, the aspects are listed as follows: the aspect of




planning, the aspect of implementation, the aspect of checking. The aspect with the lowest mean
is the aspect of improvement.

2. The comparison of the academic administration on the aspect of organizing
learner-centered learning in the educational institutions under Kalasin Office of Primary

Education Service Area 1 according to the opinions of the personnel with a different status and

from an educational institution of a different size, it was found that the personnel with a different
status had no difference in their opinions on the academic administration on the aspect of
organizing learner-centered learning in the educational institutions under Katasin Office of
Primary Education Service Area 1, except on the aspect of planning and the aspect of checking,
with statistic significance at the level of .05. It was also found that the personnel from an
educational institution of a different size had a difference in their opinions on the academic
administration on the aspect of organizing learner-centered learning in the educational institutions
under Kalasin Office of Primary Education Service Area 1, with the statistic significance at

the level of .05. That is to say, the large educational institutions had more academic
administration on the aspect of organizing learner-centered learning than the medium and

the small educational institutions, with statistic significance at the level of .05.

3. The recommendations on the academic administration on the aspect of otganizing
learner-centered learning in the educational institutions under Kalasin Office of Primary
Education Service Area 1 are as follows:

3.1 On the aspect of planning, policy and meet_inggp_f _tl_q_g persons concerned
with planning should be made clear and systematic in determining the model of the academic |
administration on the aspect of organizing learner-centered learning.

3.2 On the aspect of implementation, mectings of the administrator and the
persons concerned should be held in order to analyze students learning achievements in every

class and compare the learning achievements to the minimum standard to determine the model of

the execution in each semester,

3.3 On the aspect of checking, additional training should be organized for
concerned personnel to gain more clear understanding in constructing tools for measurement and

evaluation and for checking the academic execution.




3.4 On the aspect of improvement, activities for learners’ development should be

promoted by promoting academic activities, skills and knowledge, such as project competition.
