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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to : 1) study the current state of problems and
demands of knowledge management on sex education, 2) develop the knowledge
management model on sex education, and 3) implement the knowledge management model
on sex education for secondary school students. The research was divided into 3 phases. The
first phase was to study, analyze, and synthesize the current state of problems and demands
related to knowledge management. The subjects consisted of 728 administrators, teachers,
and students, The second phase was to develop the knowledge management model by
conducting a focus group discussion with 15 experts. The third phase was to implement the
knowledge management model. The co-researchers and informants were 8 classroom
teachers of Mathayomsuksa 4 and 290 secondary school students at Chiangyuenpittayakom
School during the 2012 academic year. The instruments used in the research were a
questionnaire, a meeting record form, the knowledge management model, and pre-test/post-
test assessments. The basic statistics were used for analyzing data, and qualitative data was
used for content analysis.

Research results from using the knowledge management model determined that the
current state of knowledge of problems and demands was rated at a high level as a whole.
The experts had insisted that the developed model was appropriate, and the results of the
implementation of the knowledge management model revealed that the students had scores

higher than before, with 43.31 percent. The related personnel was satisfied with these results.



The students were knowledgeable of sex education in accordance with 7 steps of the

knowledge management process: 1) knowledge identification, 2) knowledge sharing,

3)~knowledgeccreationxand—acquisition;fl)—knowiedgerorganization;=5)-‘knowledge‘accebb,-- e

6} knowledge implementation, and 7) knowledge evaluation and assessment, follow up, and
knowledge inspection. The research also revealed that the students could learn the contents

on sex education in secondary school well.
