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Abstract

The research aimed to 1) study the development of the integrated curriculum of Isan
local literature for secondary education students, 2) study the effectiveness of the integrated
curriculum of Tsan local literature, and 3) study the confirmation of the effectivencss of
extending the results of the implementation of the integrated. curriculum of Isan local
literature. The research was divided into 3 phases. Phase 1 was for the study of the
development of the integrated curriculum of Isan local literature for secondary education
stadents. The sample comprised 52 administrators, 10 educational supervisors, 159 teachers,
and 370 students from the schools under the Office of Secondary Education Service Area 27,
obtained through simple random sampling, 12 teachers who taught additional course in the
learning strand of Thai, Society, Religion and Culture and teachers of the learning strand of
Art, 3 local learned persons, and 15 basic education institution committee members. The
instruments comprised a questionnaire, a structured and unstructured interview form, and
guidelines for questions to be used in the focus group. Phase 2 was for the study of the
effectiveness of the integrated curriculum of Isan local literature. The sample who tried out
the curriculum comprised 34 students from Mathayomsuksa 4/4 of Atsamat Wittaya School,
and the sample who used the curriculum comprised 34 students from Mathayomsuksa 4/3 of
Nongmeauntanwittaya School, obtained through simple random sampling. The instruments
used in Phase 2 and Phase 3 consisted of an evaluation form for the curriculum, an evaluation

form for the curriculum supplementary, an evaluation form for the learning organization plan, -



the integrated curriculum of Isan local literature, a test for learning achievernent, an

evaluation form for attitude toward local Isan Jiterature, and a questionnaire for satisfaction.

Phase 3-dealt with the study of the confirmation of the effectiveness of extending the results

of the implementation of the curriculum of Isan local literature. The sample consisted of 178
students and 6 teachers from 6 schools, obtained through simple random sampling. The
research setting was under the Office of Secondary Education Service Area 27, Roi Et
Province. The statistics employed were mean, percentage, standard deviation and t-test
(dependent sample). The results were presented in descriptive analysis.

The resulis revealed the following:

1. The results of the development of the integrated curriculum of Isan local
literature for secondary cducation students revealed that the curriculum on the whole had
high suitability. The curriculum had 6 components, 7 learning units, 40 hours of study time,
It was a curriculum of additional subject that was integrated with the subjects in the learning
strand of Thai, Socicty, Religion and Culture, and Art. Its content was composed of local Isan
literature such as folktales, idioms, Isan proverbs, proverbs, riddles, folk songs, and legends.
The results of the tryout revealed that the students’ achievements after learning were higher
than before learning, with statistical significance at the .05 level. Every student had the test
score from 80 percent up. The students’ attitude toward the local Isan literature in the
additional subject, after learning, was in the high level. The students’ satisfaction with
learning by using the integrated curriculum of local Isan literature was in the high level,

2. The study of the effectiveness of the curriculum after being used by 34
students from Mathayomsuksa 4/3 of Nongmeauntanwittaya School revealed that
2.1) the students’ achievements afler learning were higher than before learning, with
statistical significance at the .05 level; every student had the test score from 80 percent up;
2.2) the students’ overall attitude toward the local Isan literature in the additional subject,
was in the high level; 2.3) the students’ satisfaction with leaming by using the integrated
curriculum of local Tsan literature was in the high level.

3, After extending the results of the currienlum in 6 schools with 178 students,

the study of the confirmation of the effectiveness of extending the results of the



implementation of the integrated curriculum o f Isan local literature revealed the following:
statistical significance at the .05 level; every student had-the test-score-from-80-percent up;—— ——-
3.2) the students’ attitude toward the local Isan literature in the additional subject, after

learning, in all of the 6 schools, was in the high level; 3.3) the students in all of the 6 schools

had their satisfaction with learning by using the integrated curriculum of local Isan literature

in the high level.
