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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to develop self-confidence of preschool
children by providing experience in playing the open-ended media material of kindergarten
level 2 2) to compare self-confidence of preschool children both pre and post providing
experience in play ing the open-ended inedia material of kindergarten level 2. The samples in
this rescarch were 21 indergarten level 2 students of Tesabat 2 (Ban Lat Krasang), Sa Keao
province, in the second semester of academic year 2012. The research instruments used
consisted of: 1) 20 plans of an experience management in playing the open-ended media
material to develop self-confidence of kindergarten level 22) 15 items measuring self-
confidence test; each item was 2 pictorial test with three multiple choices. The collected

data was analyzed by using percentage, average, and standard deviation.

The research findings were:

1. week 1,an experience plan unit 1 about communications, used from the first
to fifth plan, students have gained their self-confidences measured about 44.03 percent in
average. In week 2, an experience plan unit 2 about fruits, used from the sixth to tenth plan,
students have gained their self-confidences measured about 58.73 percent in average. In
week 3, an experience plan unit 3 about garbage, stadents have gained their self-confidences

measured about 73.05 percent in average. In week 4, an experience plan umit 4 about animals,



used from the sixth teen 0 twentieth plan, students have gained their self-confidences

measured about 90.08 percent in average.

7. Preschool children who experienced in playing open-ended media materials
showed higher self-confidence than pre experiment with statistical significance at 01. This
can be concluded the experience management in playing an open-ended imedia material can

help develops self-confidence in preschool children.
