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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were to 1) Study the levels of operation of the standard child
development centers under sub-district administrative organizations 2) Compare the opinion of
the levels of operation of child development centers under sub-district administrative organizations
and 3) Find the suggestions for the efficient administration of the standard child development
centers. The sample, obtained throngh stratified random sampling (Krejcie and Morgan), consisted of
681 chiefs executive and child caretakers of the sub-district administrative organization, Roi-et
province. The instrument was a rating scale questionnaire with discrimination and reliability
value of .22 to .72 and .90, respectively. The data analysis employed a computer program to find
the mean, percentage and standard deviation. The hypothesis testing employed t-test.

The research result was found as follows;

1. The levels of operation of the standard child development centers under sub-district
administrative organizations, Roi-et province as overall and all aspect were in the high level,
sorting the arithmetic mean from highest to lowest; the academic and curricular activities, the
promote a network of child development center, the participation and support from the community,
the building, environment and safety, the management of child development center and the
personnel, respectively.

2, The comparison result of the operations on the operation standard child development
centers under sub-district administrative organizations, Roi-et province classified by their gender,
age, education and occupation were differently with statistical significant at .05 levels. However,

classified by their occupation was not differently in the academic and curricular activities.




3. Inregard to the suggestions, most of the chiefs executive and child caretakers of the

sub-district administrative organization suggested the following;
