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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study were to SUIVey the operation of
civil security volunteers in Nong Jik Sub-District Administrative Organization, Borabue
District, Maha Sarakham Province, to compare the operation of civil security volunteers
regarding age, educational background and size of villages, to analyze problems and to find
some useful suggestions for the operation. The target population was one hundred and ninety
six security volunteers from 20 villages in Nong Jik Sub-District Administrative
Organization, Rorabue Districty, Maha Sarakham Province. The instrument was 2
guestionnaire with 0.97 reliability index and 0.54-0.84 discrimination indices. The statistics

used were percentage, mea, and standard deviation.
The results revealed that

1. The finding showed that the average level of the operation of civil security
volunteers was low (1 = 2.49, O =0.21). One moderate-level of the operation was security
(p=341,0= 0.33). Three-low-levels of the operation were relief and prevention of public
hazard (p =2.30, G =0.50),aid (g =221,0= 0.37) and rescue (4= 1.89,0 = 0.21)

respectively.

2. The average level of the operation of civil security volunteers regarding

the different ages, educational backgrounds and sizes of villages was not different.



3. Regarding the problems, the finding showed that the three-high-level
problems were roles and responsibility of the security volunteers, lack of modern equipment
and motivation for the operation.

In conclusion, the three-high-levels of the suggestions are organizing

training courses, provision of modern equipment and welfare payment.
