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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to: 1) study the factors affecting the development of the
political participation of women, 2) create the development model of the political participation of
women, and 3) implement and evatuate the developed model in Roi-et Province. The research was
conducted in three phases. The first phase was t0 study the factors affecting the development of
the political participation of wormen in Roi-et province. Subjects in this phase were 400 women
who were part of voting at an election in Roi-ct province, obtained using the multi-stages sampling
technique. The statistics used for hypothesis festing were Discriminant Analysis, Stepwise Method
and Canonical Correlation Analysis. The second phase was to create the development model of the
political participation of women in Roi-et province. The model was criticized by using the critical
incident technique: 30 experts, academicians and people who related to political participation of
wonten in Roi-et province. The suggestions were developed to be a mode! of political patticipation
of women in Roi-et province. The third phase was to implement and evaluate the developed model
with 70 women who were part of voting at an election in Phon Thong district, Roi-et province for
six months. The collected data were analyzed using the F- test (Repeated Measure Multivariate

Analysis of Variance: MANOVA.)
The findings of the research were as follows:

1. Three factors statistically affected the development model of the political participation of

women in Roi-et province at the .05 level of significance were found in this order: political



knowledge and understanding, follow-up of political news, and being a member of a political
organization respectively.
2. The model of political participation of women in Roi-et province consisted of seven
activities. These were divided into three aspects:

2.1 The development of political knowledge and understanding consisted of three
activities for 4 days of training. These activities were: ideology seminar and training , democracy
principles related to women, and study tour and exchanging knowledge with political ideology
experts.

2.2 The development of the follow-up of political news consisted of two activities:
training on building citizenship skills, and training and seminar on building attitude towards
democracy.

2.3 The development of being a member of political organization consisted of twa
activities : training and seminar 0;1 being a member of political organization and the belief in
political efficacy, and study tour and exchanging knowledge with political activity experts.

3. The participant women showed gains in political knowledge and understanding,
follow-up of political news, and being a member of political organization from before attending

the training via the developed model at the .05 level of significance
