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Abstract

This research had the objectives to study and compare the state of school-based
administration in the schools under Nongkhai Office of Primary Education Service Area 2,
according to the standards issued by the Office of the Education Council, and to study the
recommendations on school-based administration. The sample comprised 415 educational
institution committee members. The instrument used was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire
with the discrimination powers ranging from 0.30 to 0.76, and the total reliability was 0.968.
The analysis of the quantitative data employed the mean, standard deviation, frequency, and
percentage. The hypothesis testing employed t-test and F-test (one-way ANOVA).

The results revealed the following:

1. The schools under Nongkhai Office of Primary Education Service Area 2 had
their school-based administration in the high level. Ranked from high to low according to the
value of the mean, the aspects are: the aspect of good school management; the aspect of
participatory administration; and the aspect of decentralization, respectively.

2. The school-based administration in the opinion of the educational institution
cominittee members, on the whole, was in the high level. Ranked from high to low according
to the value of the mean, they are as follows: the school directors, the alumni representatives,

the parent representatives, the chairpersons, and the teacher representatives,



3. In the comparison of the opinions on the school-based administration,
classified by the size of the school, it was found that the small schools and the large schools
had no difference in the school-based administration.

4. The comparison of the opinions on the school-based administration, classified
by the status of the educational institution committee members, revealed that the educational
institution committee members had a difference in their opinions on the school-based
administration, on the whole, with statistical significance at the level of .05.

5. The recommendations from interviewing the educational institution
committee members on 3 aspects -the aspect of good school management, the aspect of
participatory administration, and the aspect of decentralization- which are related to the 4
aspects of school administration, are as follows: On the aspect of good school management:
the school should be more severe on academic matters for better students’ learning
achievements; students should study in one school until they finish grade 9. On the aspect of
participatory administration, the committee members wanted to have some per diem as
welfare. On the aspect of decentralization regarding the general administrative work of the
student atfairs, educational institution committee members should also assume duty of

looking after students’ conduct,
