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ABSTRACT

The aims of this study were 1) to investigate the school librarians in
performing their duties from viewpoint of school directors , other teachers and students in
the secondary schools under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 26"

2) to compare the school librarians with regarding to their performances and their
expected roles in the view of school directors , other teachers and students in the secondary
schools under the Seconciary Educational Service Area Office 26 3) to examine

the suggestions about the schoo} librarians’ roles who worked in the secondary schools
under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 26 . This is the survey research.
The sampling group of this study comprised of 733 participants from 23 schools under

the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 26 and it was chosen by proportional
stratified random sampling technique. Firstly, the sample size was determined by using
the Krejcie and Morgan (1970) sample size determination table. Then the data was
analyzed and the reliability index was 99%. Secondly, the sample was divided to their

duties then it was randomly chosen by quota sampling method. 10 percentage of research



tools was the questionnaire which was created in accordance with the School Library
Standard and the indicators to develop the library quality established by the Office of Basic
Education Commission, Ministry of Education B.E. 2552 { A.D.2009 ) section 2.1

the standard of school library. The questionnaire was divided into two types. The first type
was for school directors and teachers. The second one was made for students, The analysis
results of study revealed the coefficient of reliability of questionnaire according to
Cronbach’s alpha at 0.97.

The finding of the study showed that 1} to investigate the role of school
librarians in the performance as perceived by school directors ,other teachers and students
in the secondary school under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 26", Overall,
the different roles expected of school librarians, higher than the actual role. Statistically
significant at the .05 . 2) to comparison of the performance of the school fibrarians found.
The expected role of the school librarian in the opinion of school directors , teachers and
students in the level of the average (X) of 3.76 is higher than the actual role of the school
librarian is the average (X) of 3.28. The overall differcntiation of statistical significance
was .05. 3) the suggestions about the role of school librarians in the secondary school under
the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 26" was suggested. Overall,
want the school librarian performing to develop library management than actual practice,
representing 40.72 percent . The results of the study the role of school librarians
in the performance. Keeping in mind the needs of school directors ,other teachers and
students who want the school librarian to take part in the development of the library to be
more efficient.
