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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the phenomena and changes of
communities from the past to present, to study self-identity learning packages of Yor Ban Sa
Community, Khlong Kham Sub-District, Yang Talad District, Kalasin Province, and to
design a model for learning self-identity of community through Yor Ban Sa community
network. The mixed method research was employed for this study. The target population was
eight 60-up-year-old local philosophers, five Yor ethnic teachers and thirty Yor ethnic |
youths. The research instrument was an interview form, a participatory observation form, a

comprehension test, an aptitude test, a practical assessment form and a questionnaire.
Results of the research were as follows:

1. The results showed that the community has changed greatly for years
because the globalization influenced in the daily life of people in community. Consequently,
the people adapted their living to the present condition. for the survival. The relationship
between families decreased gradually. Less Yor ethnic people have worn tribal clothes, Yor
dialect language changed to suit a current sifuation. Cooked food has been populat for Yor
ethnic people. Their home has been built in a modern style. The otiginal customs have
disappeared gradually. However, the religious principles and traditions have been perfectly
preserved. Spiritual rites and belief have been popular for Yor tribal community. They were

ancestor spirit, Dam spirit and angry spirit respectively. In case of economic and social




development, many facilities have been available in Yor community, and many people
moved to live in Yor community. Yor children had more opportunity for higher education. In
case of environment, many trees were cut down by people in community and used to build a
house, and the areas without trees were used for growing sugar cane and cassava.

2. The outstanding self-identity learning package of Yor Ban Sa Community,
Khlong Kham Sub-District, was composed of Yor language, Yor foods, which made from
local vegetables such as traditional herbal crisp rice. The merit-making occasion was the
happy time for people in community, and they had the opportunity to share ideas including
getting exercises. People in Yor community had to follow the principles or regulations of Yor
family and community.

3, The model design for learning and results learning self-identity of
community children and youth through Yor Ban Sa Khlong Kham Sub-District, network was
inspired by being proud of Thai Yor citizenship, outstanding culture especially language,
food and home; local wisdom. Local philosophers, community leaders and elders were key
persons for cultural transfer and social assimilation fo the new generation. The learning
activities were composed of study visit and camping for teenagers, and most of the activities
were provided by their parents. Regarding the assessment of their knowledge after learning
with the self-identity learning package, the results showed that the total score of the
participants was 86.67 % X =17.63, 8.D. = 1.25. The total score of the aptitude test was
90.76 % X =40.53, S.D. = 1.50. the total score of the practical test was 88.59 % X =
39.87, S.D. = 1.58. The average level of their satisfaction with the learning activities was
highest X =453.The average level of their satisfaction with the local philosophers was
high X =4.49. The average level of the satisfaction of people in community with all items

was very high X =4.50.
