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ABSTRACT

This research aims to create, test and evaluate an integrated experience
management plan for scout activities of kindergarten level, divided into 3 stages consisting
of; Stage 1: Creation of an integrated experien_cé rﬁanagement plan for scout activities of
kindergarten level. A group of those providing information in the workshop consisted of 9
researcher and research participants and 3 lecturers. The tools used for data collection were:
1) structured observation included the observation of training preparation with I0C between
0:57 - 1:00, the observation of workshop implementation with the TOC between 0:57 - 1:00,
and the observation of site visit with 10C between 0:57 - 1:00, 2) structured interview
included the interviewing record of workshop implementation with 10C between 0:57 - 1:00,
the interviewing record of site visit with TOC between 0:57 - 1:00, 3) the evaluation of
consistency of workshop manual with IOC between 0.71 - 1.00, and 4) the evaluation of
appropriateness/possibility of an integrated experience management plan for scout activitics
of kindergarten level, a fotal of 48 items with TOC between 0:57 - 1:00. Stage 2: Test of an
integrated experience management plan for scout activities of kindergarten level with
kindergarten students of Borabu Wittayakhan School in academic year 2012, a total of 152
people. A group of those providing information consisted of 9 researcher and research
participants. The tools used for data collection were observation and interview with 10C
between 0:57- 1:00, internal supervision and student development evaluation. Stage 3: the
avaluation of an integrated experience management plan for scout activities of kindergarten

level in terms of accuracy and usefulness. A group of those providing information consisted




of 8 research participants. The tools used for data collection were an evaluation of the plan
implementation with 1OC between 0:57 - 1:00, analyzing quantitative data by finding mean
and standard deviation, and analyzing content for gualitative data.

The results of the study showed that,

1. Creation of an integrated experience management plan for scout activities of
kindergarten level for 18 plans and 18 learning contents as follows: 1) basic array regulations,
2) salute, .3) opening of a meeting of the Cub Scouts aﬁd the Grand Howe, 4) motto, rules,
and vows, 5) flag , meaning and song about the King, 6) manners and Thai culture, 7)
personal health, 8) talents, skills, 9) survey, 10) natural search, 11) safety and first aid, 12)
services, 13) orafls, artwork, and invention, 14) exposure, 15) outdoor activities, 16)
entertainment, recreation, Music, and movement, 17) long march and observing, and 18)
silent performance. Each plan -included the following elements: 1) purpose, 2) learning
content, and 3) process of léaming management, divided into 5 stages as follows: Stage 1:
Opening a Cub scout meeting and doing the Grand Howell, Stage 2: playing for body
exercise, Stage 3: Learning by content, Stage 4: Telling useful stories, and Stage 5 Closing a
Cub scout meeting, and 4) media/devices and, 5) evaluation of the assessment of expetts in
terms of appropriateness and possibility, it showed that an integrated experience management
plan for scout activities of kindergarten level was overall at the highest level (appropriatencss
%= 4.82, S.D. = L.51, possibility % = 492, S.D. = 1.01), when considering by aspect, it
showed that all aspects wete at the highest level as well.

2. For a test of an integrated experience management plan for scout activities
of kindergarten jevel, the results showed that in terms of the preparation of activities, the co-
researchers had exchanged ideas and knowledge between each other for an accuracy of every
activity, the location of the event was appropriate, the learning content was consistent with
the kindergarten curriculum and standards of desirable features in the course, the activities
were organized as planned, the internal meetings and supervision had resulted in achieving
objectives very well, the students were having fun and participated with interest, there was a
development of physical, emotional, mental, social, intellectual, and desirable features that

were appropriate with age range. All aspects were at the highest level (E=4.97) and everyono



and every experience plan passed the evaluation criteria of each experience management plan
at the highest leve! (average percentage was 96.72 - 100).

3. For the assessment of an integrated experience management plan for scout
activities of kindergarten level, it showed that the accuracy and usefulness were at the highest
level both overall and all aspects (accuracy X= 4.75, S.D. = 1.46, usefulness X=4.90, 8.D. =
0.81). The learners have developed all aspects, the teachers have had a proper guideline for
experience management, the executives have developed the performance in terms of

academic, and the parents and community were satisfied and received.
