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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare Learning and
school Management on the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy of the School,
classified by status of the size of the educational institution ,and to study
guideline for development of Learning and school Management on the
Sufficiency Economy Philosophy of the Schoot under Office of Secondary
Educational Service Area 26.

The
sesearch instruments were a _63-items 5-rating scale questionnaire.the
discrimination power of the items ranged between 35 to .83, and the total
reliability of the questionnaire was 98 The statistics empioyed included
percentage, mean,and standard deviation E_test (One way ANOVA) was used in
hypothesis testing. Paired test according to Scheffe’ method was alsoused.

Management on the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy of the School, using
interview with 9 expert and data were analyzed description.




Finding of the research are as follows :

The opinion of
administrators and teachers in education institution of a different size , the
respondent’s status was considered, no difference were found.
