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ABSTRACT

This research is a survey research. The purpose of this research were to study 1) the level
of Mae-prik local administration president’s leadership. 2) To test the interactions between sex, age
and education level which affect the citizen’s opinion towards Mae-prik local administration
president’s leadership. 3) To study the citizen’s suggestions towards Mae-prik local administration
president’s leadership in 5 aspects which were vision aspect, responsibility aspect, decision aspect,
communication aspect and morality aspect. Samples obtained by Taro Yamane’s formula, 368
samples. Instruments used in this research was a questionnaire with the reliability value at .93.
Statistics used were Frequency, Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation and F-test (3-way
ANOVA).

The results of the study were as follows :

1. The Mae-prik focal administration president’s leadership in overall and in every
aspects which were in highest level.

2. Fond that sex, age and village had no interactions in 3 ways in having affect to the
opinion Mae-prik local administration president’s leadership in overall and all aspects but found that
and found that sex, age and village had interactions in 2 ways in having affect to the opinion Mae-
prik local administration president’s leadership in overall and all aspects which were sex-village and
age-village so the researcher continued in pair comparison.

Mae-prik local administration’s citizen with different sex-village and age-village
had the different opinion towards the president’s leadership. The male citizen and upper Mae-prik

village had lower opinion than the female citizen and lower Mae-prik village. Citizens with age



18-35 and upper Mae-prik village and citizens with age 51 up and lower Mae-prik village had
lower opinion than citizens with age 36-50 and 51 up and upper Mae-prik village and citizens with
age 18-35 and 36-50 and lower Mae-prik village.

Citizens with different sex and age had no difference opinion towards Mae-prik
local administration president’s leadership in overall and in aspects.

3. Suggestions for improving Mae-prik local administration president’s leadership
were ; The vision aspect found that should have creative administration by showing the visions to
the citizens, The responsibility aspect found that should be response in community co-operation and
should be response in coordinating in order to develop the community. The decision aspect found
that should make decision by the law and regulations. The communication aspect found that should
be brave to express their administrative opinions. The morality aspect found that should have
equity patience towards development,

In conclusion, the researcher assumed (hat since the Mae-prik focal administration president
had develop the community and had develop the system and projects that benefit the community
and had also develop the public utility for the citizens of Mae-prik that they may have convenience

in transportation and communication.
