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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to Study the participation on plan making, to study
interaction between ages and occupations affecting the public participation in making of the 3-year
development plan including to find useful suggestions for making of development plan of San Pa Tong
Sub-District Administrative Organization, Nacheuak District, Maha Sarakham Province. The samples
were three hundred and sixty three people living in San Pa Tong Sub-District Administrative
Organization, Nacheuak District, Maha Sarakham Province. The instrument was the rating scale

questionnaire.The statistics were percentage, mean standard deviation, and Two-Way ANOVA(F-test)

Results of this research were as follows :

1. The people’s participation on niaking‘de-year'dchlldprrien:[ p1a‘r'1' of * San Pa Tong Sub-
District Administrative Organization was at low level, each aspect found there is 1 in high level and for
3 in low. Sorting arithemetic mean from highest to lowest; the public benefits, the making final decision,
the implementation, and the evaluation respectively.

2. There’re interaction between ages and occupation affecting people’s participation on making of
the 3-year development plan as overall(sig=0.034, F = 2.639) , and aspect of
- evaluation(sig=0.005,F=3.779) by statistical significant at .05.

3. Regarding the suggestions, they are concluded that all annual projects should be completely
ﬁhished in the fiscal year. People should be provided more opportunity to participate in making the
developmeﬁt plan. The annual plans should be announced widely to people in community within three

days before the implement, and the plans should be announced widely to people in community before



finishing them. The budget should be efficiently allocated for all communities, and economical and social

development should be strongly emphasized.
