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ABSTACT

The research aimed to study 1) the state of the organization of reading
prorotion activities for the students; 2) the approach to the organization of
reading promotion activities for the students. The researcher and co-researchers
made up a group of 7 people. The instruments comprised a form for focus group,
an interview form, and an evaluation form. The stafistics employed were mean,
standard deviation and t-test (dependent sampling).

The results are as follows:

1. Regarding the state of the organization of reading promotion
activities for the students of Ban Nongchang School, under Kalasin Office of
Primary Education Service Area 1, it was found that the students did not like to
read academic books. Most of them paid more attention to illustrations rather
than reading the content. There was little of data and information reading
because the students did not understand the substance of the information that
was read, so they became bored. The students read the information on posters
on butletin boards or notice boards inconsistently and paid very little attention
to it. The students in grade 1 - 3 had their state of reading promotion in the low
level (X =2.18), and the students in grade 4 - 6 had their state of reading
promotion in the low level (X=1.83).

2. The approach to the organization of reading promotion activities for
the students, as obtained from the focus group and the organization of reading
promotion activities, gave the research group more knowledge and understanding
of the organization of reading promotion activities and they were able to apply
the knowledge of organization of reading promotion activities to the students

properly according to their age and class level.




2.1 The activity of telling tales of the students in grade 1 - 3
revealed that the students had better reading behavior. The students loved to
learn more. They were enthusiastic and interested in reading books and were
able to summarize the matter being read clearly and completely. The results of
the evaluation of the state of reading after the activities had higher score than
before the activities, with statistical significance at the .05 level.

2.2 The activity of You Read, [ Read, with Cheers in grade 4 - 6
revealed that the students paid a lot of attention to taking part in the activities.
The target students spent their free time to read books according to 4 objectives:
reading for knowledge; reading for entertainment; reading for information: and
reading for specific purposes in order to respond to the given objective of each
time. This helped to compare each student’s reading ability with others clearly.
The results of the evatuatipﬂ of the state of reading after the activities had higher

score than before the activities, with statistical significance at the .05 level.
