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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to: 1) develop a training curriculum for the Thai language
fearning organization for teachers to enhance the literacy of 3 grade students; and 2} assess
the training curriculum for the Thai language leaming organization for teachers that had been
developed to enhance the literacy of the 3" grade students. The research was divided into 3
phases. Phase 1 was the dévelopment of the training curricufum. The sample comprised 339
teachers from the Thai language learning strand, obtained through purposive sampling. The
instruments consisted of a questionnaire, a structured interview form, and a focus group.
Phase 2 was the tryout of the curriculum and the study of its results, The sample comprised
10 teachers from the Thai language {earning strand for the 3¢ grade, obtained through
purposive sampling. The instrument was the curriculum for the Thai language learning
organization for teachers to enhance the literacy of the 3 grade students. Phase 3 was the
assessment of the training curriculum. The sample comprised 10 Thai language teachers for
the 3 grade from 10 schools of which 4 were small, 4 were medium and 2 were large. The
total number of the students was 172. The research setting was under Roi Bt Office of
Primary Education Service Area 7 The statistics used were mean, percentage standard

deviation, and t-test (dependent sample).



The results revealed the following:

1. Regarding the results of the development of the training curriculum for the
Thai language learning organization for teachers to enhance the literacy of the 3¢ grade
students, it was found that the curriculum had 6 components: the principle, the objective, the
structure of the content, the organization of activities, the learning media, and the
measurement and evaluation. The training had 4 main activities: the workshop on the Thai
Janguage learning organization to enhance the literacy of the students o the activity that was
based on training. The time was 12 houts; 2) the organization of classroom learning activity
or the activity that was based on the job; the time was 20 hours; 3) the supervision and
follow-up of the organization of classroom learning activity to enhance the literacy or the
activity that was based on supervision; the time was 2 hours; 4) the evaluation or the activity
that was based on evaluation; the time was 6 hours. The results of the suitability evaluation,
on the whole, was in the high level. Regarding the results of the training, the score of the
knowledge and understanding of the Thai language teachers for the 3" grade who participated
in the training after training was higher than before training. Regarding the results of the
supervision and follow-up of the learning otganization to enhance the literacy of the 3 grade
students, it was found that the learning organization of the teachers for the By grade, on the
whole, was in the highest level. The comparative analysis on the difference of the learning
achievements in terms of the literacy of the 3¢ grade students, revealed that the learning
achievements after leatning was higher than before learning, with statistical significance at
the .05 level.

2. The evaluation of the training curriculum revealed that the average score
from the evaluation of the training curriculum developed, regarding the input, the process, the
outcome, and the impact, on the whole, was in the high level, In terms of the {rainees’
satisfaction with the curriculum, it was found that the trainees’ satisfaction with the training
curriculum for the Thai language learning organization for teachers to enhance the literacy of
the 3 grade students, on the whole, was in the highest level. The 3 grade students’
satisfaction with the training curriculum for the Thai language learning organization for

teachers to enhance the literacy of the students, on the whole, was in the highest level.
