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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to investigate factors influence to
the emotional quotient of grade 6 students in Nongkhai primary education
survice area 1, 2) to investigate and examine the validity of a causal relationship
model of emotional quotient, 3) to determine the direct and indirect effect of
these factors. The sample consisted of 535 students in grade 6 of the first
semester of academic year 2013. The tools used for the study were the
guestionnaire made by researcher and the Department of Mental Health
emotional quotient test. The data were analyzed by using Path Analysis
technique. The findings can be concluded as follows :

1. The emotional auotient of grade 6 students in Nongkhai primary
education survice area 1 were positivety related to self-concept, achieverment
motivation, personality, friendly relationship, democratic rearing and information
reception. The correlation coefficiens were 0.66, 0.41, 0.36, 0.38, 0.57 and 0.55
respectively. The prediction coefficient (R square) was 0.61 : all variables could
explain the variance of the emotional quotient toward at 61 percent.

2. A causal relationship model of emotional quotient for grade 6 students

in Nongkhai Primary Education Survice Area 1 was fit to empirical data

0.93, RMSEM = 0.030, SRMR = 0.045

3. The direct factor effecting the emotional quotient was friendly
relationship. The democratic rearing indirectly effected through self-concept and
achievement motivation, information reception indirectly effected through
achievement motivation. The factor both directly and indirectly effecting the

emotional quotient was the personality.
