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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study the Good Governance and the quality management of
Prapariyattidham school, General Education Department, Group 10, study the relation between
the Good Governance and the quality management of Prapariyattidham school, General
Education Department, Group 10, including the useful suggestion about developing the quality
management. Sample was 352 of administrators and personnel working at the Prapariyattidham
school, General Education Department, Group 10: they were selected by Taro Yamane sampling
sized and Cluster random sampling. The instrument was the five rating scale with 0.97 of

reliability. The statistics were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and pearson product

moment correlation.
The research results were found as follows;

1. The Good Governance of Prapariyattidham school, General Education
Department, Group 10 as overall and all aspect were at high level, sorting arithmetic mean from
highest to lowest; the morality, the transparency, the worthinesé, the rule of law, the responsibility
and the participation respectively.

2. The quality management of Prapariyattidham school; General Education
Department, Group 10 as overall and all aspect were at high level, sorting arithmetic mean from
highest to lowest; the organizational leader, the strategic planning, the child center, the personnel

concentrating, the measurement - analysis and knowledge management, and the process

management respectively.




3. The Good Governance had been positive highly related to the quality

management of Prapariyattidham school, General Education Department, Group 10 by statistical

significant at .01 level (r =0.900, p<0.01)
