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ABSTRACT

The research had the objectives to study the level of participation in educational
administration, compare the participation in the administration, classified by the status and
the size of the school, and study recommendations for taking part in the administration. The
research was divided into 2 phases. In Phase 1 the sample comprised 252 basic education
institution committee members. The instrument used was a questionnaire with the index of
item-objective congruence ranging from 0.67 to 1.00, the discrimination power ranging from
0.31 t0 0.69, and the total reliability of 0.88. The statistics employed consisted of percentage,
mean, and standard deviation. In Phase 2, the target group consisted of 24 basic education
institution committee members. The instrument was an interview form. The data were
analyzed with a descriptive analysis.

The results are as follows:

1. The basic education institution committee members had the level of
participation in the administration, on the whole and by aspect, in the moderate level.

2. The comparison of the participation in the administration, classified by the
status of the commiitee members, revealed no difference, on the whole and by aspect, and
classified by the size of the school, revealed a difference, on the whole and by aspect, with

statistical significance at the .05 level.



3. Itis recommended that, for taking part in the administration, the following
should be carried out: promotion of participation in the organization of the learner-centered
learning process; directing, monitoring, examining, and assessing the educational quality, and
evaluating the academic works; mobilization of investment resources relating o the budget

from all parties : and providing training on teamwork seriously and continuously,
