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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were (1) fo study and compare the condition of using learning
center in schools and (2) to study the problems and suggestions of using learning center. The
samples of this research were 327 teachers and school administrators under Maha Sarakham
Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 selected by stratified random sampling method. The
researching tool was a 5 scale questionnaire of the condition of using learning center in schools,
the discrimination was between 0.47 to 0.89 and the reliability was 0.96. The statistics used in this
research were mean, standard deviation and the t-test, (Independent Samples)

The research had found that

1. The overall result level of the condition of using learning center to hold learning
activity in schools was high, The results level of each factors were also high. Manmade had the
highest average, followed by Social Activity, Personnel, and Natural Resource respectively.

2. School administrators and teachers had different opinions toward the overall of the
condition of using learning center to hold learning activity, being significant at the .05 level.

3. Different sizes of schools had different opinions toward the overall of the condition
of using learning center to hold learning activity, being significant at the .05 level.

4. Problems and suggestions about using learning center to hold learning activity in
schools

4.1 Personnel, the problems wete lacking of skillful instructors, local wisdom
cannot be passed on and insufficient funds to support, Suggestions were holding a meeting between

schools and local instructors, and ratsing more funds to support.



4.2 Manmade, the problem was school was far from learning center, Suggestion

was raising more funds to provide transportation fo leaming center.

4.3 Natural resource, the problem was there was no transportation provided for
students to go to learning center. Suggestion was raising more funds to provide transportation to

learning center,

4.4 Social activity, the problem was the time for students to study and the time of
the activities did not synchronized. Suggestion was planning on social activities and put them in the

yearly calendar.
