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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to study, compare, and study the recommendations
on characteristics of professional administrators according to the opinions of the
administrators and teachers under the Secondary Education Service Area Office
25, classified by sex, educational qualification, and length of service. The sample
comprised 493 administrators and teachers in the basic education institutions.
The instruments used in the collection of data consisted of a 5-level rating scale
questionnaire on characteristics of professional administrators with the reliability
of 0.95, and an interview form constructed by the author. The statistics
employed in the analysis of data comprised percentage, mean, standard
deviation, t-test, and one-way analysis of variance. Paired tests according to
Scheffe’s method were also carried out.

The results are as follows:

1. The characteristics of professional administrators according to the
opinions of the administrators and teachers under the Secondary Education
Service Area Office 25, on the whole, were in the highest level.

2. The characteristics of professional administrators according to the
opinions of the administrators and teachers under the Secondary Education
Service Area Office 25, classified by sex, on the whole, had no difference with

statistical significance at the .05 level,



3. The characteristics of professionat administrators according to the
opinions of the administrators and teachers under the Secondary Education
Service Area Office 25, classified by educational qualification and tength of
service, on the whole, had no difference with statistical significance at the .05

level,
