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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) study conditions regarding administration of
academic affairs of schools under Nongkhai Primary Education Service Area Office 2,
7) compare opinions on administration of academic affairs of these schools, and 3) study
suggestions on how to improve administration of academic affairs of the schools in this
service area. The sample group for this research consisted of 252 subjects who were 84
Educational institution administrators , 84 teachers, and 84 teacher representatives in school
committees of the schools under Nongkhat Primary Education Service Area Office 2
acquired by using stratified random sampling based on school size and personnel status;
while Krejcie and Morgan's Table was used for determining the sample size. The
instruments used for collecting data for this study were an 82-item 5-point rating scale
questionnaire of .99 reliability, 17 items of open-ended questions, and an interview form of
17 items. The statistics used in this study were mean (? ), standard deviation (8.D.), One-

way Analysis of Variance, and Scheffe's Method for testing paired differences.

Findings of the study are as follows:

1. Regarding conditions of the administration of academic affairs, it was
found that 1) the overall opinion of Educational institution administrators, teachers, and

teacher representatives regarding administration of academic affairs of schools in this service
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was at the high level (i = 4.17); among all the specific aspects of administration of
academic affairs, there was onlfy one area found at the highest level and 16 were found at
the high level: with the first three aspects shown in a descending order as follows: Planning
for Administration of Academic Affairs found at the highest level (-}Z: 4.52), followed by
Measurement & Evaluation and Credit Transfer (K = 4.44) and Development of Internal
Quality Assurance and Educational Standards (i= 4.29) which were found at the high level;
and 2) the overall opinion of small-, medium-, and large-sized schools was also at the high
level (X = 4.17), with the first three specific aspects in a descending order as follows:
Planning for Administration of Academic Affairs found at the highest level (X =4.52),
followed by Measurement & Evaluation and Credit Transfer (—K = 4.44) and Development of
Internal Quality Assurance and Educational Standards (K = 4,29) which were found at the
high level.

2, Comparing opinions of Educational institution administrators, teachers,
and teacher representatives revealed that in general there were differences in their opinions
regarding administration of academic affairs of these schools; and resulis of paired tests
showed that the opinion of the teacher group and the teacher representative group differed
significantly from that of the school adminisirators.

3. Comparison of their overall opinions on administration of academic
affairs classified according to school size revealed that there were differences in opinions
regarding administration of academic affairs of these schools. The results of paired tests
showed a_difference between administration of academic affairs in medium- & large-sized
schools and that of small-sized schools.

4, Subjects' suggestions on how to improve administration of academic
affairs in schools under Nongkhai Primary Education Service Area Office 2 are as follows:
1) Regarding development and implementation of the local curriculum and syllabus, there
should be training or instructions to raise awareness of schoo! leaders or curriculum
development committees and ensure implementation; 2) Plans of academic affairs should be
implemented as planned; 3) Regarding Teaching and learning, other school activities

should be reduced to ensure adequate time for classroom instruction; 4) For school



curriculum development, there should be more activities for actual practice; 5) For learning
process development, time should be given for more authentic learning; 6) For measurement
& evaluation and credit transfer, there should be measurement and evaluation based on
authentic learning; 7) Regarding research for improvement of educational quality,

these schools should apply guidelines fiom research findings for effective concrete
implementation; 8) For learning development, and promotion of learning resources, there
should be a budget allocated for promotion and improvement of learning resources; 9)
There should be continuous supervision to monitor and follow up these schools' educational
practice; 10) Regarding counseling & guidance, different techniques should be introduced
and promoted among the teachers; 11) For internal quality assurance and educational
standards, there should be training for school personnel on eriteria and indicators for
educational quality assurance and standards: 12) On academic strength of community, there
should be at least one academic training per year; 13) Regarding networking for academic
development and cooperation with other schools and organizations, there should be
meetings and discussion among administrators of different schools ; 14) There should be
regular public relations, radio announcements, and other forms of information dissemination
among schools and workplaces to promote academic affairs of each school and to keep the
community or the public well informed of school activities and progress; 15) Regarding
school rules and regulations, school administrators should serve as academic leaders and
encourage personnel or subordinates to observe school rules and regulations as important
guidelines for practice; 16) Schools should have textbooks ready for each new semester; and
17) There should be enough budget allocated for development and use of educational
technology.
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
