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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were : 1. to develop in reading and writing skills of
the Thai Learning strand for grade 6 to reach a required efficiency of 80/80, 2. to Study the
effectiveness of learning index by using a practicing Skiil ;Excrcise of the Thai Learning
Strand for Grade 6 students, 3. to compere learning achievement before and after studying
by using a practicing skill Exercise of the Thai Learning Strand for Grade 6 students 4. to
study the satisfaction of grade 6 students who user reading and writing skills The target
group was the students grade 6, Watpraifa School, Aumper Muang Pathumthani, Pathumthani
Province, First semester, Academic year 2011, 15 Students all of which were obtained from
Purposive Sampling .The instrument used for this research were : a practicing Skill of
reading and spelling of 5 exercises , a subjective test of 50 words pronunciation ,a 20 items
of multiple choices test, 20 spelling words and questionnaires of satisfaction . The statistics

used fo analyse the data were percentage , means , standard deviation (S.D.) and t— test .
The result of the finding were :

1. The efficiency of a practicing Skill on reading and writing on 5 exercises of
standard criteria 80 /80 . The average of efficiency was 87.15/86.07.
2. The index of effectiveness on learning by using reading and writing skills of

the Thai Learning Strand for Grade 6 students was 0.7607.



3. The research of comparision on the achievement of reading and writing,
before and after studying were : The students who used a practicing skill Exercise had higher
efficiency of learning . The ability of reading and spelling were statistically significant at the

.01 level,

4. The target group who used a practicing skill on reading and writing showed

as a whole of satisfaction on average of 4.04 (S.D.=0.45).
