Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1. to develop learning activities by
supplementary reading book, theme 1 : Living Process and F amily in the Learning Strand
of Career and Technology for PrathomSueksa 3 Students based on the 80/80 standardized
criteria, 2. to determine the effectiveness index of learning activities, 3. to compare the
students’ achievement before and after learning and 4. to investigate the students’ satisfaction
toward learning activities by supplementary reading book, theme 1 ; Living process and
family. The subjects used in this research consisted of 12 PrathomSueksa 3 students
studying in the second semester of academic year 2013 at Ban Hua Khua school under
The Office of Mahasarakham Educational Survice Area 1.
